SAMPLE DRAFT STATUE
STATUTES,  Country Name   ISCCBE Committee

1. Name of Organization: The name of this organization is the “Country Name   ISCCBE Committee”. Throughout these Statues, the abbreviation “Committee” is used in lieu of this name.

2. Objectives: The objective of the Committee is to:

2.1 Serve as the national committee of Country Name in correspondence to the organization of “The International Society for Computing in Civil and Structural Engineering (ISCCBE)”, and conduct the collaboration and exchange activities thereof.

2.2 Promote the scope and depth of applications of information technology (computing and networking) in the profession of civil and structural engineering, so as to improve the efficiency and quality of the engineering project.

2.3 Encourage the research and development of the academia in the area of information technology, with emphasis on civil and structural engineering applications.

2.4 Bring together the academia and engineering profession to enhance their communication and cooperation, to integrate relevant theory and practical experience, and thus to promote automation of analysis, design, and construction of engineering projects.

3. Activities: The activities of the Committee shall include, but not limited to:

3.1 Sponsor symposiums, seminars and workshops, in conjunction with ISCCBE when appropriate, on topics of using information technology in civil and structural engineering.

3.2 Conduct site visits to established institutions and agencies of civil and structural engineering in using information technology.

3.3 Cooperating with other bodies of complementary functions or disciplines.

Forming an operating body which include a Chairman, a secretariat, and Committee members.

4. Membership: The Committee comprises of the followings, to be renewed every two years:

4.1 The Chairman of the   Institution Title  , with endorsement from the president of ISCCSE, will serve as the Chairman of the Committee.
4.2 Two Vice Chairman nominated by the Chairman

4.3 Consultants nominated by the Chairman.

4.4 A secretariat appointed by the Chairman.

4.5 Members, on a voluntary basis, representing interested engineering societies, institutions, and agencies.  These members are expected to be presented at no less than half of the Committee meetings to retain active membership.

4.6 Members are invited by the Chairman.

5. Government and Administration: The Committee is governed and administered by the Chairman and the Committee members through Committee meeting to be held at least twice a year.  The duties of the Committee are: 

5.1 Plan or promote participation to the International Conferences, or other activities, sponsored by ISCCSE.

5.2 Plan annual budget of the Committee

5.3 Review and approve annual working plan of the Committee

5.4 Determine the scope, times, and locations of symposiums and other forms of activities.

6. Fiscal Policy: The Committee shall be a non-profit entity.

6.1 Financial supports of the Committee include: funding provided by the CICHE, revenue from activities of the Committee, and other sources approved by the Committee.

6.2 The fiscal year of the Committee is from January 1 through December 31.

7. Implementation of Statues: The Statutes of the Committee is in effect after receiving two-thirds majority vote from the Committee members, with the following conditions:

7.1 Statutes related to CICHE must also be endorsed by the Board of Directors of CICHE.

7.2 Statutes related to ISCCSE must also be endorsed by the Board of Directors of ISCCSE.
